B. Notice the need for personal diligence. (v. 3-7)

“I will be sanctified in them that come nigh me,” (Acts 5:11)

“And Aaron held his peace.” (Psalm 51:4; Romans 3:19)

“Mishael and Elzaphan…coats” (Jude 23)

“And Moses said unto Aaron, and unto Eleazar and unto Ithamar, his sons, Uncover not your heads, neither rend your clothes; lest ye die, and lest wrath come upon all the people.” (Matthew 8:21-22; Luke 14:25-26)



II.	God’s servants must understand His will. (v. 7-11)

“wine nor strong drink” (Numbers 6:3-4; Proverbs 20:1; 31:4-7; Revelation 1:5-6; 1 Peter 2:9; 1 Corinthians 6:19-20; Ephesians 5:18; 1 Timothy 3:2-3, 8)

“And that ye may put difference between holy and unholy, and between unclean and clean;” (Leviticus 11-15)

“And that ye may teach the children of Israel all the statutes which the Lord hath spoken unto them by the hand of Moses.” (Malachi 2:4-8; 1 Timothy 4:13-16; Deuteronomy 32:45-47)
