I.	Atonement requires the proper Priest. (v. 1-5)	

A.	He is properly called. (v. 1-2a)

B.	He is properly obedient. (v. 2b)

“Thus shall Aaron come into the holy place: with a young bullock for a sin offering, and a ram for a burnt offering.” (Hebrews 7:26-27)

“And he shall take of the congregation of the children of Israel two kids of the goats for a sin offering, and one ram for a burnt offering.” (Hebrews 9:7-9, 11-14, 22-28)


II.	Atonement requires the proper Sacrifice. (v. 6-28)

A.	It meets the need of payment for sin. (v. 6-19)

“that the cloud of the incense may cover the mercy seat that is upon the testimony, that he die not:” (Exodus 33:19-20; Psalm 99:1; Isaiah 6:1-5)

B.	It meets the need of removal of sin. (v. 20-28)

“the priests” (1 Peter 2:5, 9; Revelation 1:5-6)

“all the people of the congregation” (Hebrews 10:1-4;
